D-Solv 60 can be added to an existing rehydration bath or pickle bath. Or you can create a fresh degreasing
bath.

Rehydration and/or Pickle Bath: Use 1 ounce of D-Solv 60 per each gallon of mixed rehydration or pickle
bath.
