Groomer's Best, Inc. provides the following limited warranty to the original retail 
purchaser of our products: Our products will be free from defects in materials or 
workmanship for the duration of the warranty period.  At our option, we will repair, 
replace, or refund the purchase price of any defective product covered by our war-
ranty.  You must follow the return procedure described below when returning any 
product that you believe is covered by our warranty.  Our warranty excludes normal 
wear and tear: damage caused by failure to follow instructions, misuse, abuse, 
modification, or unauthorized repair including but not limited to: scratches to the 
finish, and tears or indentations in the materials.   

Return Policy 
All returned items must be authorized for a return before you ship them out.  If we 
receive the item without authorization we will refuse it.  You must call for authori-
zation within 30 days of the date you received the item.  You may either call 
Groomer's Best directly at (605)582-3013 or you may call the distributor who you 
made the sale through.  You are responsible for the shipping back to us and any 
damage or loss during the shipment.

2. Locate a suitable place for the table, make sure

to comply with local, state and federal codes.  

3. Plug the included cord into a 110 volt plug in.

4. Table not recommended for outdoor use.

5. DO NOT BLOCK EMERGENCY EXITS
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B e fo re  You  S t a r t
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1. There are four leg levelers shrink wrapped to the base of your

table, these are to compensate for an uneven floor.  

2. They come with one plastic insert on each leg leveler. Just sim-

 ply push the plastic insert up into each table base.  Turn in

either direction for proper adjustment. 

3. Height adjustment:  The electric mechanism is activated

with a foot pedal located at the base.  For your conven-

 ience, there is one on each side of the table.  To elevate the 

table press the up side of the pedal with your foot , until de         

sired height is obtained.  To lower the table press the down 

side of the pedal with your foot until desired height is 

reached or until the table lowers all the way down. 

4. Cleaning: Do not use solvents or chemicals that may damage

the finish on the frame.  Clean with water and a soft cloth.  

Mild cleaning solutions such as window cleaner are also 

acceptable.

Loose table top Inspect all 4 bolts that secure 
table top and tighten  

ELECTRICAL 

There are three cords that plug into the electrical box under 
the table.  The foot pedal control cord plugs into the foot 
pedals to control the up/down motion.  The electric pump 
cord gives power to the electric  pump.  The plug-in cord goes 
from the table to your plug-in on the wall and gives power to 
the whole table.  These cords have a unit over them to ensure 
they do not come un-plugged, however if they do happen to 
come out, simply plug them back into the correct spot.
