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ICOMM BATTERY REPLACEMENT

The iComm has a built-in lithium ion battery. That battery is there to supply power to the circuit board so it can remember
the static burst sound and deliver it when needed. The battery should last 1-2 years. When its charge is depleted then you
will no longer here the static burst sound after you speak.

To replace the iComm battery follow the procedure below:

1. Using a small Philips head screw driver, 2. Face the iComm label side down and remove
remove the screw on the back of the the back of the iComm casing.
