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How to Assemble

e Slide flat washer on the front fork.
Then, insert to the front of the
main frame.

@ Insertbearings on both ends at the
front of the main frame.
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@ 'nsert handle bar. Adjust to a suitable @ Position clamp E on the seat base.

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e Slot the wheel axis into both ends of
the fork. wheel axis.
