Abrasive cleaners and or abrasive cleaning pads will seriously damage your
product beyond repair.

Do not exceed 50°C when cleaning the seat cover and/or back as this will
permanently damage the plastic.

NB: Regular daily cleaning will reduce the build up of limescale on your
product.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES use any abrasive cleaners or materials on any of
the components. Also check that the cleaner you intend to use is suitable for ABS,
Vinyl, Polymer Plastics and Thermo plastic rubbers and Polyurethane Rubber.

USE OF BATH OILS
