TENSION: 10ply: 20 sts and 26
rows over Stst - 10cm (4ins) on
4.5mm (US 7) needles

TEA COSY FRONT
(make 2)

With 4.5mm (US 7) needles and
MC, cast on 49 sts.

Row 1 (RS) - K1; *p3, k1; rep
from * to end.

Row 2 - P.

Rep these 2 rows until piece meas
10cm/4ins, end with a WS row.
NR (RS) - K1; *p2tog, pl, ki;
rep from * to end - 37 sts.

NR - P.

NR (RS) - K1; *p2, k1; rep from
* to end.

NR - P.

Rep these last 2 rows 6 times more.
NR (RS) - K1; *p2tog, k1; rep
from * to end - 25 sts.

NR - P.

NR (RS) - K1; *p1, k1; rep from
* to end.

NR - P.

Rep these last 2 rows twice more.
NR (RS) - K1; *k2tog; rep from *
to end - 13 sts.

Garter Stitch (= k every row)
3 rows.

NR (RS) - K1; *k2tog, k1; rep
from * to end - 9 sts.

Garter Stitch 3 rows.

NR (RS) - *K1, k2tog; rep from *
to end - 6 sts.

K 1 row.

Break yarn, leaving longer end,
thread end through rem sts and
pull together, secure end.
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Join halves together, leaving
appropriate openings for spout
and handle.

ROSE (make 7)

Using MC, cast on 36 sts.

Stst 2 rows.

NR (RS) - K6; *keep the just
worked sts stationary, rotate
lefthand needle and sts on it by
one full turn (down the front and
up the back to original needle
position) creating a “twist” in the
knitting, k6; rep from * to end.
NR - P.

NR (RS) - *K2tog; rep from * to
end - 18 sts.

NR - *P2tog; rep from * to end -
9 sts.

Break yarn, leaving longer end,
thread end through rem sts, pull
tight, spiral into shape and tack
in place; leave end for sewing
on later.

LEAF (make 6)

Using C, cast on 2 sts.

Row 1 (RS) - K1, yo, k1 - 3 sts.
Rows 2, 4,6, 8 & 10 - P.

Row 3 - K1, [yo, k1] twice -
5 sts.

Row 5 - K2, yo, k1, yo, k2 -
7 sts.

Row 7 - K1, skp, k1, k2tog, k1 -
5 sts.

Row 9 - Skp, k1, k2tog - 3 sts.
Row 11 - Slip 1, k2tog, pass the
slipped st over.

Fasten off last st, break vyarn,
leaving longer end for sewing on.



Sew roses in place, use photo as
placement guide; sew leaves in
place.

MAT

Using C, cast on 130 sts.

Row 1 (RS) - *P7, slip 2 sts,
k1, pass the slipped sts over; rep
from * to end - 104 sts.

Row 2 - P.

Row 3 - *P2, p2tog, p3, k1; rep
from * to end - 91 sts.

Change to MC.

Row 4 - P.

Row 5 - *P6, k1; rep from *
to end.

Rows 6, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16, 18,
20, 22, 24, 26 & 28 - P.

Row 7 - *P2, p2tog, p2, k1; rep
from * to end -78 sts.

Row 9 - *P5, k1; rep from *
to end.

Row 11 - *P2, p2tog, pl, ki;
rep from * to end - 65 sts.

Row 13 - *P4, k1; rep from *
to end.

Row 15 - *P1, p2tog, pl, ki;
rep from * to end - 52 sts.

Row 17 - *P3, k1; rep from *
to end.

Row 19 - *P1, p2tog, k1; rep
from * to end - 39 sts.

Row 21 - *P2, k1; rep from *
to end.

Row 23 - *P2tog, k1; rep from *
to end - 26 sts.

Row 25 - *P1, k1; rep from *

to end.

Row 27 - P2tog across — 13 sts.
Row 29 - P2tog across, end row
with pl - 7 sts.

Break yarn, leaving longer end,
thread end through rem sts, pull
tight, secure.

Join seam to form circle.
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
