


What is Thermal Insertion? 
 
Thermal Insertion is defined by any fixing that can be heated up 
and as it is heated it melts the composite or plastic product while 
the insert is pressed into the pre made hole. The material will 
mould around the fixing and cool down to hold it in place.  
 
The advantages of this are no stress fractures from expansion.  
Stronger than using glue or force alone, the joint is as strong as 
the surrounding material. No long curing times, no messy glue. 
 
The SER2015 model in this brochure is made by the SIMAF 
group in the EU and conforms to all the safety guidelines and 
certification.  
 
The complete unit is available from stock and comes complete 
with a single thermal head or nose piece. Working on 230v 50hz 
it is a plug and play model. 
 
The heating element and  
control box manage the    
thermal output to maintain a 
constant heat during its       
application. This results in 
no variations of consistency, 
placement into the material.
