VINTAGE: The 2019 growing season started with mild weather and below average rainfall. 
Some late spring rain provided a bit of relief from the dry conditions. A heatwave in January 
was luckily too early in the ripening cycle to cause any damage to the fruit. This was 
followed by a very mild and dry finish to the vintage, allowing good hang time and flavour 
development to the smaller than average crop. 
 

STORY: Rifle and Hunt sounds like the beginning of a tale from an early hunting 
expedition, but the story isn’t really that complicated. It’s more like directions rather than a 
name, with Pertaringa being on the corner of Rifle Range and Hunt Roads in McLaren Vale! 
 

NOSE: The nose is rich and earthy with blackcurrant, mulberries and hints of menthol and 
dried herbs. 
 

PALATE: The palate is elegant and complex with dark fruits and cassis, complemented by 
excellent structure and a lingering finish.
