The yields were up on the couple of
previous years and the quality is looking great.

Nose: The nose offers vibrant aromas of passionfruit,
guava and citrus blossom.

Palate: The palate is crisp and refreshing with notes of
gooseberries, green pawpaw and lychee.

Pairing: Try with grilled Moreton Bay bug tails with a
fresh garden salad and lime and black pepper aioli.
