Bleed all air from supply line. Disconnect air supply
line to seat. Using air valve, exhaust all air from air
spring. Remove complete seat assembly from
vehicle.

Remove seat/back assembly (26) from suspension
per procedures shown. '

If seat assembly has a suspension cover (47),
remove along with fasteners (45), after removing

ICP bracket (43) and cap screws (42).

Block suspension up with a spacer placed between
lower base assy. (122) and the upper frame (87).

Disconnect air line (54) from air spring assembly
(106) by pushing in on collar of fitting while puiling

air line (54) out of fitting.

Remove top and bottom screw from air spring (104)
and {105) remove air spring assembly from
suspension assembly.

Remove damper assembly (102 ) by removing
shoulder bolts (101), nuts (100) and washers (99)
(see procedure for damper replacement).

Remove cap screws (92) from upper front bearing
blocks (91) and screws (92) from lower rear stop
blocks .

Remove isolator assembly (86) by lifting and sliding
it forward until bearing blocks (91) can be removed
from cutouts in channels on upper frame (97). Then
slide channel rearward until slide blocks (94) can be
removed. Be careful not to pinch fingers in lever
assembly.

Remove cap screws (92) from lower front bearing
blocks (91) and slide lever assemblies (124 and
125) forward until bearing blocks (91) are removed
from channel on base (122). Then slide lever
assemblies rearward until slide blocks (94) are
removed from channel. Be careful not to pinch
fingers in lever assemblies.

Remove shoulder bolts (93) and nuts (96) from
pivots of lever assemblies (124 and 125) and
inspect bearings (80) Replace if worn.

Replace bearings (90) at pivots on lever assembly
(124) by pushing the old out and pressing in new.
Flange of bearings {(90) should be on outside of
lever assembly (124).

13. Reassemble reverse order. Torque pivot shoulder

bolts (93) to 18.0 +/- 1.8 #t. Ibs.

14. Install bearing blocks (91) and slide biocks (94) on
levers with beveled surfaces outward and slide

levers with blocks into channel on lower base assy.

(122).Torque screws (92) to 25.0 +/- 2.5 ft. Ibs.

15. After installing bearing blocks (91) and slide blocks

(94) on levers, slide isolator assembly (86) over
blocks. Line up screws (92) with bearing blocks
(91) . Torque screws (92) to 25.0 +/- 2.5 ft.-Ibs.

16. Manually move suspension up and down to make
sure there are no clearance problems. Be careful
not to pinch fingers in linkage.

17. Block up suspension and reinstall air spring

assembly (106). Torque upper screw (104) to 6.0
+/- 1.0 ft.-lbs. and lower screw (99) to 3.0 +/- 1.0
