STEP #1

e Open the parts bag and place all on a flat surface.
e Remove the chandelier body and lay on a flat
surface.

e Set-up the cross bar according the set of hardware
as sketch below.

STEP #2

e Loop one end of the suspension wire (H) to Fixture
Loop (J) and pre-intalled fixture loop on top of the
chandelier. You will need a pair of pliers to squeeze
the wire grips (G). Make sure these are clamped
tight around the suspension wire. Please see sketch
below.

STEP #3

Over the end of the electrical you will slide Fixture

Loop (J), Canopy(l) and the the set of cross bar.

e Set the chandelier near the ceiling surface and
Connect the wiring fixture into the junction box.
Once the wiring is set then fasten the cross bar
into the junction box.

STEP #4

e Move the canopy(l) against the ceiling surface
and screw the fixture loop(J) onto the all thread
as shown below.
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
