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1.0  APPLICATIONS 
 

1.1 The SRL Tray shall only be used with Leading Edge Safety & AES Raptor Mobile Fall 
Protection Carts.   

 
1.2 The SRL Tray allows for up to three Self-Retracting Lifelines (SRLs) to be placed in the tray 

to minimize entanglement of lifelines and maintain SRLs in the upright position.   

2.0  DEFINITIONS 
 

2.1 Self-Retracting Lifeline/Lanyard (SRL) - a deceleration device containing a drum-wound 
line which can be slowly extracted from, or retracted onto, the drum under slight tension 
during normal employee movement, and which, after onset of a fall, automatically locks the 
drum and arrests the fall.  

 
2.2 Carabiner - a connector generally comprised of a trapezoidal or oval shaped body with a 

closed gate or similar arrangement that may be opened to attach another object and, when 
released, automatically closes to retain the object.  

3.0  USE AND LIMITATIONS 
 

3.1 Ensure the SRL Tray is locked in it’s horizontal position before placing SRLs in the tray.  
 
3.2 SRLs shall be removed from the tray prior to lifting, hoisting, or transport. 
 
3.3 Ensure the SRL Tray is locked in it’s vertical position prior to lifting, hoisting, or transport. 
 
3.4 Do not use if the SRL Tray cannot be locked in the horizontal or vertical position utilizing 

the Knob Retractable Spring Plungers. 
 
3.5 Do not use if the SRL Tray has been damaged as the result of a fall or mishandling. 
 
3.6 SRLs shall properly secured to the Fall Arrest Attachment Points. 
 
3.7 SRLs and their components shall be in compliance with current ANSI Z359 requirements. 
 
3.8 The number of SRLs placed in the SRL Tray shall never exceed the number of Fall Arrest 

Attachment Points of the Mobile Fall Protection Cart the SRL Tray is installed on.  
 
3.9 The number of SRLs placed in the SRL Tray shall never exceed the maximum number of 

users allowed in Fall Arrest based on the substrate the Mobile Fall Protection Cart is being 
used upon.  (Refer to the applicable instruction manual for your Mobile Fall Protection Cart; 
Use & Limitations - Approved Substrates for limitations.) 

4.0  MAINTENANCE AND CARE 
 

4.1 If the SRL Tray is damaged, replacement parts may be available for purchase.  Refer to the 
SRL Tray parts diagram on page 4 for replacement part numbers.  

 
4.2 Inspect all bolts, pins, springs, welds and paint for visible damage. .  
 
4.3 Maintain the paint finish to prevent corrosion. Use rust inhibitive paint compatible with the 

powder coat finish.  
 
4.4 Store the SRL Tray in a place protected from the weather.  
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PULL KNOB OUTWARD &
