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ZEBRA SHADES

Never free a zebra shade with a knife or 
any object that may damage the fabric.

Centre support only provided for 
shades 72” or wider.
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BEFORE INSTALLATION

Brackets must be installed no more than 2” from 
each end of the cassette. A third bracket will be 
provided for shades wider than 72” and can be 
installed halfway between the two outer brackets.

Shade Installation

(B) Outside Mount - Mount the brackets 
on the surface of wall or window frame.

Mark the position of both brackets. 
Drill holes and mount brackets into 
place (use wall anchors if needed) 
Ensure all brackets are aligned for 
proper install.

Outside MountInside Mount
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MOUNTING THE SHADE WITHIN BRACKET
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Attach the cassette to the mounting 
brackets by (A) hooking it under the 

front lip of the bracket and (B) push the 
bottom front of the headrail backwards 
into the rear lip of bracket, CLICK it into 

place at the rear.

Insert a flat head scewdriver between 
the cassette and bracket as shown. Pry 

gently on the spring clip to unlock it 
from the bracket. The cassette should 

then disengage from the bracket.

Removal
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BEFORE USING YOUR BLINDS
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1.    Check that the chain is       
tight and that the P-Clip is at the 
bottom of the loop, however the 
chain is operable.

2.    Screw the cord tensioner to 
a wall near the blind to keep the 
chain tight. To use the shade, 
raise the chain guard to operate 
the shade.

3.    Attached are stop balls on 
the chain, this prevents the 
blinds being raised or lowered 
past its limits.  

Chain Guard and 
Cord Tensioner

To raise or lower your shade, pull the 
chain guard to expose the bottom of the 
chain. Use the exposed chain to raise or 
lower your shade accordingly. Release 
the chain guard to conceal the chain.
