1.  Operating time for your Ampex 300 Lumen 
  Rechargeable Flashlight depends on continuous 
 or intermittent use. Intermittent operation extends 
 the run time of the battery.
2. The LEDs are a lifetime light source. They will never 
    need  to be replaced.

When storing your Ampex 300 Lumen Rechargeable 
Flashlight for long periods, please recharge the battery 
every six months to preserve battery life. Your flashlight 
should be stored in a cool, dry place. 

Your Ampex 300 Lumen Rechargeable Flashlight can be 
fully submerged and is waterproof up to 1 meter, but do 
not submerge when cleaning. 
Clean with water and a mild detergent. Place on flat 
surface to air dry. Gently wipe the lens with a soft, 
non-abrasive cloth. Do not dismantle the flashlight.

WHITE LIGHTING MODES:
1.   Press once for “Low,” twice for “Medium,” a third 
  for “High” and a fourth to turn “Off.”  (Fig. 1)

TO ACCESS RED LIGHT MODE:
1.   Press and hold down button for approximately 1 - 2 
  seconds until red light turns to “On.”  
2.  Press button once to turn to “Off.”  (Fig. 1)

TO ACCESS MOONLIGHT MODE:
1.  Quickly depress the button twice to turn 
 moonlight mode "On."
2. Press button once to turn to “Off.”  (Fig. 1)
 NOTE: The battery life indicator will illuminate 
 when charging and after the light is turned on.  
 After the light is turned on, the battery life 
    indicator will turn off after 20 seconds.

Your Ampex 300 Lumen Rechargeable Flashlight 
has easy access multiple modes: Three White 
Light Modes (Low, Medium and High), Red Light (to 
preserve your night adapted vision) and Moonlight

Your Ampex 300 Lumen Rechargeable Flashlight 
contains a rechargeable lithium-polymer battery.
NOTE: The USB-C cable included is for 
charging only.

1.  Lift up the USB-C charging port cover. 
 (Fig. 1)

2.  Plug USB-C into input port then plug 
 other end of cable into any USB outlet 
 on computer, wall adaptor (not included), 
 etc. (Fig. 2 & 3)
 NOTE: Charging while using a USB wall 
 adaptor will be faster than a computer 
 USB port.

3.  When fully charged, all three indicator 
 lights will appear solid. (Fig. 1)
 NOTE: Recharge the battery immediately 
 when light output is low. Only one battery indicator 
 light will be illuminated when battery is low.

4.  When battery charging is complete, remove the USB-C 
 cable from the charging port and close the USB-C  
     charging port cover. (Fig. 1)

5. Store charging cable for future usage.

2. To unlock the light and allow for operation, move the 
      lock switch towards the outside of the light body. 
        The red unlock indicator on the switch will be showing.
