[] rrepare For seTup |

+ Select o level site clear of rocks, branches, and other
hard or sharp objects to set up your tent.

» Remove oll contents from bag.

« Spread out footprint and ploce tent body directly on top.
» NOTE: Color code tent foot connector' to footprint connector.

» Assemble all poles.

[2] AtTAcH TENT POLES ]

* Ploce color-coded tent poles into foot connector at the
circular hole closest to the tent body, connecting red
pole ends to red tent foot connectors and silver pole
ends to silver tent foot connectors.

» NOTE: Once tent poles are in ploce, poles should fit
into both the footprint and tent feet comfortably.

= Once poles ore securely in tent foot connector,' begin
clipping tent body to poles to build tent shape [Fig. 1).
» NOTE: The clip webhing is color coded: attach

clips? with red webbing to red poles, ond clips
with silver webhing to silver poles.

= Secure tent body to ridge pole ends by sliding silver
ridge pole through ridoe pole connector® [Fig. 2).

[3] sTAKE & SECURE TENT |

» Stoke out tent using red cord ot tent foot connector!
Repeat until all 4 stoke points are stoked out
properly and floor is flat with no wrinkles.

. ATTACH RAINFLY

= Drope roinfly over tent, centering zippers over door
ond vents at sides of tent.

» RECOMMENDED: For extra stability, attach oronge
hook-and-loop fosteners on underside of rainfly
to tent poles to help keep tent stable.

= Attoch roinfly to tent foot connector!
by inserting into channel [Fig. 3).

» NOTE: Color code rainfly anchor
to tent foot connector.

= Adjust tension webbing at corner(s]
of tent until roinfly is tout.

« Stoke out vestibule ond remaining sides of rainfly.
» NOTE: For extra tension, moke sure non-looped

end of cord is securely tucked into “tooth”on
underside of tensionlock®. Lift up to release tension.

. SECURE VENTS & GUYLINES |

» Locate guylines in guyline bag. Insert
roinfly togale® through reflective cord
loop on rainfly (4 total). Enlarge the loop
near storm line odjuster® to shorten
the guuline os needed [Fig. 4].

. CARE INSTRUCTIONS |

« For o comfortable night's rest, find o smoath ond level spot ond
clear your comp orea of debris before setting up your tent.

= When opening for the first time, the roinfly and footprint
will be rolled together with the tent bodu.

* Loy out oll contents of the bog and slowly ossemble
tent poles for o smoother setup.

For Using Your Tent:

« Remove shoes before entering tent. Store in vestibule to
prevent any loose dirt or rocks from puncturing the tent floor.

« Hondle zippers with care. Use limited force when opening
ond closing your tent.

« Zippers moy be domaged if dirt and dust get cought in
between the teeth. If frequently camping near the beach or
in sandy environments, we recommend brushing the zipper
teeth with o soft toothbrush to eliminate debris.

« Keep all food and frogronces outside of tent. This will help
keep small bugs and critters from chewing through the mesh.

For Breaking Down Your Tent:

« Shoke out your tent before pocking oway. This will help
remove any dirt or debris still inside the tent. Good news!
Since this tent is freestonding, this will be easy for you
becouse the poles will help hold the tent open when
dumping out the dirt.

« This tent will likely occumulote some condensation under
the floor ond rainfly, especiolly in the morning. Moke sure the
tent is os dry os possible before pocking up ond hitting the trail.

For Cleaning at Home:

« Clean the tent using o soft, damp sponge. Be sure to scrub
gently.

« Never mochine-wash or machine-dry your tent. This could
potentiolly domage the fabric, mesh or seams.

« To preserve the life of your tent, we recommend that you
do o gentle cleoning 1-2 times per season to clean off any
excess dust, sond or tree sap.

For Storage:

« After every use, hang or pitch your tent in o shaded outdoor
spot to dry completely before storing oway in the carry bag.
Putting your tent awoy domp or wet can cause mold to grow on
the tent and breok down the chemicals responsible for keeping
the tent dry.

« Once dry, store your tent in a cool, dry location like o closet.
