Step 1: 

With the transmission and transfer case supported, remove the 6 bolts holding the transfer 

case skid and remove the skid. 

 

Step 2: 

Remove the factory nutsert from the frame of your Jeep. Once the insert is removed, drill out 

the hole where the factory insert was to 3/4”. Grind the frame so it will be flat and smooth. 

Repeat this for all 6 nutserts and holes in the frame. 

 

Step 3:  

Place the new threaded insert into the frame and weld the insert to the frame. Repeat this for 

all 6 inserts. 

   

  



Step 4: 

Place the skid back in place. Depending on the year model of your Jeep, you will either install 

the skid with a tapered washer (Kit: B4WK12823) or flat washer (Kit: B4WK12824). Fully tighten 

all hardware.
