Rated voltage: 250V
Rated connecting capacity: 10 A; 3 x
0.75-1.5mm?
During installation, ensure that the basic
insulation of the supply lead does not touch
the ceiling cover. Use proper insulation so that
the clearance and distance between the live
parts and the ceiling cover is more than 6.5mm
between the basic insulation of the supply lead
and 3.6mm between the ceiling cover.
Keep the terminal block inside the ceiling cover
or fixed to the ceiling.

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Assembling the pendants

1. Start by feeding the Cables from the Curved

Rod (A) through the Straight Rods (B). Secure

them together one at a time.
2. |If additional rod lengths are required, wind
Threaded Insert (C) into the rod to connect

the rod lengths togethor. Repeat this step for

additional lengths.

Note: Do not offset the pendant more than
the designated 127mm extension (D).

Rod extensions must be added in equal
amounts to both sides.

3. Feed Cables through Swivel Mounts (B) and
the Canopy (A).
4. Slide Pendant’'s onto the Swivel Mounts (B)
and fix in place with x4, 4x0.5mm grub screws Y
per rod using the 2mm Allen key (provided).

Hand tighten ensure the rods are securely
fastened to the Swivel Mounts (B). Do not

over tighten grub screws.
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Joining the pendants

5. Check if the Pendants are aligned.

6. If the Pendants are not aligned, lightly loosen
the grub screws using the 2mm Allen key
(provided), adjust the Pendants accordingly
and re-tighten the grub screws.

7. Apply the Rod Clamps (A) to the assembly by
clamping the two sides onto the Pendants.
Place the Rod Clamps (A) over the connection
seams of the Rods and space evenly between
the Curved Rod and the Canopy (B)

8. Secure the clamps together with 2x 1T6mm m3
countersunk screws using the 2mm Allen key
(provided).
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Make wire connections.

For 240V attach NEUTRAL wire N [@] [0
from fixed installation to the black 'I 'I
cable marked with “N". Attach LIVE *
N[ @) |L

wire from fixed installation to the
white cable marked with “L". Attach
EARTHING wire from fixed installation
to the yellow/green cable.

Mounting and electrical

9. Using a holesaw drill a 65mm hole in Ceiling
(A) to allow for cable termination.

10.Use Anchors (not provided) to fix the
Universal Mounting Plate (B) to Ceiling (A).
Check Mounting Plate (B) orientation before
installation.

T1.Connect electrical leads from the Ceiling to
the leads from the Fixture. Ensure the wires
are secure and no bare wires are exposed,
using an enclosed junction box.

12.Install the Canopy (C) on the Ceiling over the
Universal Mounting Plate (B) and secure in
place with screw head Caps (D) supplied.
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Installing the shades

13.Slide both Shade’s (A) over Fixture's
simultaneously and maintain an equilibrium
between both hangers.
Note: Do not install individually.

14.Wind Bevel Nut (B) onto Fixture to secure
Shade (A) in place.

15.Push the Light Globe (C) into the Fixture
Socket.

16.Screw the Glass Cover (D) onto the Fixture
Socket. CAUTION: Align threads properly for
a smooth rotation before twisting to avoid
jamming. Do not over-tighten the globe.
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
