
Drawing Tips – Paper

Template

Choose a fineliner with a thickness of at least 0.5 to 1
millimeter

For the best result, first make a pencil sketch. Then
trace it with a black fineliner or marker.

Use a fineliner of at least 0.5 mm with a blanket
template.
Use a fineliner of at least 1 mm with a scarf
template.

You can also create fun graphic effects by painting with
black ink or by coloring in areas with a pencil.

Add text to your design

Want to add handwritten text to your artwork? Follow these
guidelines to ensure your text is easy to read when knitted:

Scarves
Capital letters: at least 2 cm high
Lowercase letters: minimum 1 cm high

Blankets
Capital letters: at least 1 cm high
Lowercase letters: minimum 0.5 cm high

💡 These sizes are for the printed drawing templates.
Want to enlarge your template? Adjust the size of the letters
and line thickness accordingly. Tips for enlarging templates
can be found on the template download pages.

Start with a pencil sketch, then
trace over it with a black
marker. Erase any pencil lines
you don’t need.

Made a mistake? No
problem! Just glue a piece
of paper on top and keep
drawing.

Play with line thickness:
mix thick and thin lines.

Fill in some parts
completely with black.

Write large and clear –
small scribbles will not be
legible in the knitting.

Try not to leave big empty
spaces and fill the whole
template.
