To switch between the 358 built-in effects,
use the Mode Up or Mode Down buttons.

To activate Test mode, press the AUTO button
five times. This will make the attached LEDs
cycle through red, green, blue, yellow, purple,
cyan, and white. Pressing the AUTO button again
will switch the controller to color wheel mode,
where it will cycle through a preset sequence of
colors.

To sync the remote control with the receiving
controller, press the MATCH button five times
until the LEDs flash quickly in white. To unsync,
press the MATCH button five times until the LEDs
flash slowly in white.
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To remap the RGB keys on the controller, press
the SETTING button five times. The LEDs will
flash white and then stay solid. Press R for red, G
for green, and B for blue, making sure each color
matches. Once blue is set, press SETTING again
to confirm.

By default, the controller handles 600 pixels. To
adjust this, press the SETTING button five times
until the LEDs flash once and turn white. Then,
use MODE+ to add pixels and MODE- to decrease
them (each press adjusts by 60 pixels). Once
done, press SETTING to confirm.
