This product is guaranteed for 2 years "parts and labor" from the purchase date (as per the invoice). The
warranty covers the replacement of faulty parts. This warranty is not applicable in the case of improper use
and does not take account of normal wear and tear of the wheelchair parts. Given the conditions in which
the Hippocampe wheelchair can be used, its expected lifespan is 4 years after the purchase date.

The serial number of the product is engraved on the back axle of the frame. Each optional add-on has its
own serial number engraved on it. This number may also be printed on the label on the packaging or on the
optional add-on.

To dispose of the Hippocampe wheelchair in the trash, go to a recycling center and put it in the right recycling
category.

2.3 Maintenance and Servicing

The Hippocampe Beach and All Terrain wheelchair has been designed to resist sea water. It is composed of
aluminium, plastic and stainless steel parts from the nautical and cycling industries.

The wheelchair must be rinsed well with fresh water after being used in the sea.

Vipamat assumes no responsibility in the case of deterioration due to this oversight.

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3.2 Assembly of the optional parking brakes (0006-00-01)

OTake the reinforcement axle, unscrew the 6 nuts (Q1) and remove the 6 washers (R1). Then remove the 3

upper half collars (S1).

OPosition the front wheel of the Hippocampe wheelchair in the white shell of the front ski and push the
wheel in.

The serial number of the front ski is engraved on the top of the ski.

Assembly of the optional pair of rear skis (0023-00-02)

©Press on the clip at the back of the frame to remove the two wheels from the Hippocampe wheelchair
Remove the two half axles (Y1) from the rear double wheels by pressing on the clip.

OInsert the two half axles (Y1) into part (Z1) of the pair of rear skis. The long part of the ski support tube
must be placed on the frame side. Insert the half axles (Y1) into the frame.

OEnsure that the clip (A2) protrudes from the central axle.

@ To attach the red strap two positions are possible:

- the accompanying person pushes the wheelchair with the push bar: attach the red strap to the back stem
of the frame.

- the accompanying person tows the wheelchair with the towing kit: attach the red strap to the front stem
of the wheelchair.

The accompanying person must secure the red strap around his/her wrist whenever the
wheelchair is in motion.

N.B.: Safety precautions for using the Hippocampe wheelchair with the front and rear ski kits

- Do not use the Hippocampe wheelchair on ski slopes or toboggan runs.

- Always use the Hippocampe wheelchair with its ski kit in the presence of an accompanying
person with the ability to hold the wheelchair and its user and to hold the safety strap.

- Do not use on a snow-covered slope greater than 10%.

- A safety helmet must be worn.

The serial number of the rear ski set is engraved on the axle of the ski.
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4.3 Attachment of the optional Stabilo seat Comfortable Plus Duo
velcro (0050-TS-01, 0050-TM-01,0050-TL-01) on the Hippocampe
wheelchair

OPosition the velcro strap (B2) on the seat of the Hippocampe wheelchair with the grip part (indicated by
striped part in the drawing) facing upwards. Secure the velcro strap (B2) by passing the strap into the
loop then by attaching it to the "velvet" part of the velcro strap.

@ Position the Stabilo Comfortable Plus Duo on the velcro strap placed on the seat of the wheelchair. The
Stabilo will attach itself to the grip part of the velcro strap.

©Tilt the backrest of the Stabilo Comfortable Plus Duo forward and position the second velcro strap (B2)
on the upper part of the Stabilo backrest.

@Pass the strap around the backrest of the wheelchair and then secure the velcro strap (B2).

©Adjust the waist belt (C2).

The Comfortable Plus Duo velcro seat is an optional add-on distributed by Vipamat that adapts to the
Hippocampe wheelchair.
