Cut (1) 3-1/2" strip, subcut (2) 3-1/2"x 20"
pieces

Fabric C - Cut (1) 12" strip, subcut (2) 12”x 20"
pocket pieces

Fabric D - Cut (1) 7-1/2" strip, subcut
