1. ##i D454t / Degradation of Lubrication Oils
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The oils inside the movement dry out or deteriorate over the years. Without lubrication, metal parts rub

directly against each other, causing wear and damage, leading to significantly higher repair costs.

2. EEEE D n]§EY: / Risk of Component Damage
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If wear or rust is left untreated, mainsprings, gears, or pivots may break. Replacement parts for vintage

watches are difficult to obtain, and repairs may become impossible

3. KE DT / Decline in Accuracy
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Accuracy declines, with the watch losing or gaining significant time, or stopping altogether. Even if the watch

appears to be running, internal deterioration is often progressing.

4. Bi/KEERE D38 / Loss of Water Resistance
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Aging of the case and gaskets results in the loss of water resistance. Moisture ingress can cause corrosion

or discoloration of the dial and hands, leading to irreparable damage.

5. BEEMEDIE T / Decrease in Asset Value
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If original parts wear out or break and must be replaced, the watch loses collector value.
