WHAT IS IT:
It is a hygienic and security information tool designed to help employers meet 
the obligations set out in the Council Directive 89/391/EEC of 12 June 1989 on the 
introduction of measures to encourage improvements in the safety and health 
of workers at work.

In fact, the professional user is protected by the Council Directive 89/391/EEC and 
subsequent amendments and additions, requiring the employer to carry out an 
assessment of the risks to the safety and health of workers.
The said decree defines as dangerous chemical agents, not only substances 
and mixtures that comply with the relevant classification criteria, but also those 
agents which may pose a risk to the safety and health of workers workers due to 
their chemical-physical, chemical or toxicological properties and the way they are 
used or present at the workplace, including chemicals assigned a professional 
exposure limit value.

It should be noted that Regulation 1223/2009 defines the end user: a consumer 
or a professional using the cosmetic product (1), without any distinction being 
made between these two figures.

WHAT IS NOT:
Finished cosmetic products are excluded from Regulation (EC) 1907/2006 
(REACH) as regards the requirement for safety data sheets (Articles 31 and 32) (2);

finished cosmetic products are totally excluded from the scope of Regulation 
1272/2008 (CLP) (3), as previously provided by Directive 1999/45 / EC on hazardous 
preparations (4), and are excluded from the obligation to Classification and 
labeling of hazards and the provisions relating to safety data sheets [art. 1 (5) (c) 
of Regulation 1272/2008].
