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SOUTHERN SIMPLICITY
Magari’s latest Aayutha collection 
of furniture takes a deep dive into 
history, pulls out the geometric 
forms of the Tamil script from the 
Sangam Tamil era in 400 BCE, and 
transforms them into modern-day 
pieces for home interiors. A blend of 
primarily stone and wood, along with 
detailing in brass, leather and paper, 
Aayutha comprises tables - dining, 
study, console, side and centre 
tables; seating - armchairs, rocking 
chairs, ottomans and dining chairs; 
a bar unit, and a charpai. Each piece 
has an innate characteristic, like 
low seating, stone carvings, hidden 
wheels or stone stands, that can be 
traced back to traditional uses and 
artforms. There’s an innate simplicity 
to the series, which is highlighted by 
comfort and ergonomics. 
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
