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B) WINDING
THE MAINSPRING

Mechanical / hand winding walch can
be hand wound by turning the crown
in normal crown position. Wind
15-20 times and it will start to move
naturally.

C) TIME SETTING

1. Pull the crown to position 1.

2. Turn the crown to set Hour and
Minute hands.

3. Push the crown back to position 0.
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WATER RESISTANCE

The water resistance indicated on
vour limepiece serves only as a
guide. Actual water resistance may
vary depending on a number of
important factors including
temperature, water salinity, and
actual use under water.

The water resistance of vour
timepiece may eventually be
compromised over lime with general
wear and lear and the use of your
walch under adverse conditions.

Always remember Lo employ the
screw down crown (if available) to
maintain the water resistance of your

the screw down crown has nol been
