
Step One
Ensure the surface is clean, 
dry and free from wax, 
grease or oil stains.

Step Three
Apply multiple coats within 
5 days to seal and prevent 
stains reappearing. Allow 12-
24 hours between coats.

Step Two
Stir well before use. Apply 
using a brush or roller. 
Ensure the stain-affected 
area is extensively covered.

USES

	 �Ready for use on damp interior wall surfaces 
including brick, concrete, cement and plaster (not 
breeze blocks).

	 �Use as a primer/sealer prior to overpainting or as a 
finish in its own right.

	 �Note: This does not remove the need to repair any 
structural faults which allow water to penetrate into 
the fabric of the wall.

Avoid the inhalation of dust. Wear a suitable face 
mask if dry sanding.

	 �Treat any mould or lichen with Polar’s FungiSeal 
before removing with a scraper or stiff brush, then 
treat again.

Special precautions should be taken during surface 
preparation of pre 1960s paint surfaces over wood 
and metal as they may contain harmful lead.
