
Step One
Ensure surfaces are clean 
& free of any contaminants. 
Ensure area is well-ventilated 
& avoid breathing spray.

Step Three
Shake can thoroughly 
before use. Hold upright, 
and spray directly onto tiles 
in a uniform manner.  

Step Two
Ensure surfaces are covered 
prior to application. Mask 
surrounding area to prevent 
over-spray.  

Step Four
Allow 2-3 minutes for 
solvents to evaporate. Allow 
to fully harden for at least 24 
hours after application.
