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In the 1920s, Louis Siegelson opened
a shop specialized in selling and re-
pairing watches in Brooklyn. Twenty
years later, he moved to Manhattan
and along with his son Herman, he
transtormed his business into some-
thing unique. Their jewelry shop dealt
in diamonds and antique jewels and
eventually had the biggest display
window on the 47th Street. From then
on, Siegelson followed a path that
would define his role in the jewelry
world, specializing in that prestigious
