LOCATE WHERE TO MOUNT THE POST:

MARK CENTER OF THE POST:

DRILL A 3/8” HOLE:

THERE ARE TYPICALLY SOLID BEAMS THAT FRAME THE 
OPENING OF THE STAIRCASE.  THESE ARE WHERE YOU 
INSTALL THE POST.
  
FAILURE TO INSTALL THE POST CORRECTLY INTO A 
FLOOR JOIST CAN RESULT IN INJURY OR DEATH.

IF AT ALL POSSIBLE IT IS RECOMMENDED YOU INSPECT 
THE UNDERSIDE OF YOUR STAIRS TO LOCATE THE JOISTS, 
EITHER VIA CRAWLSPACE OR BASEMENT.

PLACE YOUR POST INTO POSITION AND MARK THE 
PERIMETER OF YOUR POST  WITH A PENCIL.

USING A WRENCH, TIGHTEN DOWN THE BOLT UNTIL THE

POSITION POST AND TIGHTEN THE CAM LOCK:

DRAW TWO LINES ACROSS THE POSTS DIAGONALS TO 
MARK THE CENTER.

USING A IRWIN SPEEDBOR 5/8” SPADE DRILL BIT, DRILL A 
HOLE UNTIL IT BREACHES THE HOLE DRILLED IN STEP 6.

BE SURE TO DRILL THIS STRAIGHT INTO THE POST. IT IS 
RECOMMENDED YOU STAND THE POST ON ONE END TO

SLIDE THE POST OVER THE ZIPBOLT WHICH WAS

SLIP THE ZIPBOLT’S CAM LOCK INTO THE SECOND HOLE
