o Adjust the pads and lock in place by tightening the wing nuts

2. Snap-ring Removal:
o Tum knob on top of tool clockwise, until the spring cage is
compressed

o Compress enough to create room to release the snap-ring
o Remove snap-ring using snap-ring pliers
