Narrator 2: Just then, along came the rabbits! They said, "Hello, Sammy!"
All the Rabbits: Hello, Sammy!

Narrator 3: The rabbits could see that Sammy was very sad. So they
decided to cheer him up!

One of the Rabbits rushes off, then returns with a small, brightly-
coloured gift-box and holds it out to Sammy.

Narrator 4: One of the rabbits had a present for Sammy.
Rabbit: T've got a present for youl

The Rabbits whisper in the Penguins’ ears, the Penguins look very sad.

Narrator 3: The penguins knew how to cheer Sammy up - they'd give him
their hats and scarves!

All the Penguins: Hats and scarves!

Narrator 3: Those would keep him nice and warm!
