L I F E G U A R D S

Keep in mind that the Clubhouse Pool is an attendant only 
pool; which means that attendants are there to monitor the 
facility itself and are not responsible for activity in the water.

The Sports Pool has lifeguards and will conduct hourly “safety 
breaks” (formerly known as “Adult Swim”). Persons 18+ 

years and parents with infants 3y or younger may stay in the 
pool during this time. This is the perfect time to rehydrate, 

apply more sunscreen, and rest.
