Hook installation (Default)

1. Tighten the hook into the 3/4 NPS screw hole of the fixture.
2. Tighten the PM4x6 screw beside the hook.
3. Connecting the wire according to the wiring diagram

then installation is done.
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Pendant mounting with 3/4” conduit

(by others) (Optional)

1. Drill holes about 50mm from the bottom of the 3/4 tube,
with a hole diameter of 8-9mm.

2. In order to avoid the winding problem when twisting the
steel pipe, you can first wind the input line and dimming
light counterclockwise on the steel pipe 7-8 times.

3. After twisting the steel pipe, it is necessary to lock the
M4x8 screw to prevent loosening.

3/4 inch conduit(by others)

Note: Steel metal material with a thickness greater

than 2.5 mm is required for conduit, and the minimum
load-bearing of conduit head thread is greater than 25Ib.

Trunnion installation (Optional)

1. Secure the fixture to the mounting position, then adjust
the desired angle, lock the angle adjustment screw.

2. Connecting the wire according to the wiring diagram then
installation is done.
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With emergency power installation
(Optional)

1. Hang up the safety rope firstly, tighten the hook into the
3/4-14NPS hole of the fixture.

2. Tighten the PM4x6 screw beside the hook.

3. Connecting the wire according to the wiring diagram then
installation is done. -

Power and CCT selectable version (Optional)

1. Open the silicone plug of the fixture, select the appropriate power and color temperature in the actual application of the sliding
dip switch, then install the silicone plug back.
