Special attention: When the valve is pulled
down, the top telescopic rod will pop up.
Please pay attention when installing the
stand, do not face the top rod to yourself
or anyone around you, to avoid hurting
people by accident.

If the stand needs to fit under a gap less than
5cm in height you can use the original wheels
in order to minimize the height and not the
wheels marked "F".
