This range hood has a touch display, and the illustration shown above identifies each function
and representation of how to operate the fan speed, lights, clock, timer, and how to turn on/off
the range hood:

FAN SPEED
The Fan Blower can be turned on when you press the (-) or (+). Increasing the fan speed will
be displayed as F1, F2, F3, F4, respectively. FO means the fan is off.

LIGHTS
Press the light button to turn on/off the lights. The lights can be operated whether the POWER
of range hood is on or off.

CLOCK

To adjust the clock, turn the POWER ON the range hood, and hold down the CLOCK button
down for 3 seconds. The hour section will be flashing, and you can adjust the hour by pressing
(-) or (+). Press the CLOCK button again and the minute section will be flashing, and you can
adjust the minutes by pressing (-) or (+). If no operation is done for more than 3 seconds the
CLOCK adjust mode ends.

TIMER

While the range hood is turned on and the fan blower and lights are in operation, you can press
the CLOCK button to be on TIMER mode. The default setting will flash at 3 minutes (3:00), and
you can adjust the minute timer setting by pressing (-) or (+) in increments of 1 minute. Setting
is limited from 1 minute (1:00) to 15 minutes (15:00). Countdown of TIMER will be displayed
in place of the actual CLOCK time for the duration of the selected minute countdown. After
TIMER countdown elapses the range hood operation is turned off.

NOTE: The TIMER is mainly used for Fan Blower operation, or used with Lights on at the
same time.

Check if the range hood has been plugged
in, make sure that all power has been
turned back ON, and all electrical wiring
are properly connected.

Swap out light assembly to working ones to
determine whether it is caused by defective
bulbs. Contact Victory Range Hoods for
assistance to replace bulb.

The range hood might not have been
secured properly on to the ceiling or wall.
The impeller may be out of balance.

Duct is too small. Range hood WILL NOT
function efficiently with insufficient duct size.
For example: Connecting this hood to 4” or
5" duct will reduce the suction and create
extra noise and vibrations. Check if duct
is clogged or if damper unit is not installed
correctly or opening properly. A tight mesh
on a side wall cap unit might also cause
restriction to the air flow.

The blower might be jammed or scraping
the bottom due to shipping damage. Please
contact us immediately.

Make sure the distance between the stove
top and the bottom of the hood is within*
24” and 30” in distance. *Due to different
ceiling height configurations, recommended
height may not be applicable.

Reduce the number of elbows and length
of duct work. Check if all joints are properly
connected, sealed, and taped.

Make sure the power is on high speed for
heavy cooking.

The duct size must be 67, or larger. Please
make sure there are NO reducers or
plenums in the duct work.

Avoid the use of sharp elbows. Use 45 degrees instead, if possible.

DO NOT use REDUCERS. Keep the size of the duct the same, as per the manual. A reducer
will reduce the CFM of the hood and increase the noise.

DO NOT use plenum boxes. Boxes create turbulence and make the hood inefficient. Use a
smooth elbow to guide the air outdoors.

Cleaning Exterior surfaces:

» Clean periodically with stainless steel cleaner and clean cotton cloth. Do not use corrosive or
abrasive detergent (e.g. Comet Power Scruv®, EZ-Off® oven cleaner), or steel wool/scoring pads,
which will scratch and damage the stainless steel surface. For heavier oil use liquid degrease
such as “Forumla 409®” or “Fantastic®” brand cleaner.

» If the hood looks splotchy (stainless steel hood), use a stainless steel cleaner to clean the surface
of the hood. Avoid getting cleaning solution onto or into the control panel. Follow directions of the
stainless steel cleaner. CAUTION: Do not leave on too long as this may cause damage to the
hood finish. Use a soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently rub off any stubborn spots.
Use a dry soft towel to dry the hood.

» After cleaning, you may use non abrasive stainless steel polish such as 3M® or ZEP®, to polish
and buff out the stainless luster and grain. Always scrub lightly, a with clean cotton cloth, and with
the grain.

DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood.

DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the surface
and cause rusting.

« DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain in contact
with stainless steel for extended periods. Many of these compounds contain chemicals, which
may be harmful. Rinse with water after exposure and wipe dry with a clean cloth.

Cleaning Aluminum Grease Filter:

* Filters should be cleaned after every 30 hours of use.

* Aluminum filters are NOT dishwasher safe. Spray “Formula 409®” or equivalent degreasing
detergent and leave to soak if very dirty. Dry the filters and re-install before using the hood.

Replacing Filters:
» Should filters wear out due to age and prolonged use, please contact Victory Range Hoods to
order replacement filters.

Replacing the light bulb:

» This range hood uses LED bulbs (please refer to the actual specification of the hood purchased):
USA/Canada: LED 3W 12v

» Make sure the range hood is unplugged or turn OFF breaker.

» Contact Victory Range Hoods for assistance to replace bulb.

» Turn ON breaker and range hood to test for operation.
