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ERP CAPABILITY
HIVIS acquired a world class ERP system to target the challenges of the manufacturing a large volume 
of custom items. The ERP is an integrated system which gives the business the ability to manage the 
entire order cycle: from Marketing and Sales through Production and Planning, Sourcing and Procurement, 
Installation and Service, and Financial functions. Information can be shared between departments which 
increases visibility throughout the business. 

Sales Management
In using the ERP, a salesperson can manage the customer from prospect through to invoicing. Functions 
used by the salesperson include quoting, sales orders, invoicing and job tracking. At each stage of the 
process the salesperson provide feedback to the clients on order process. The ERP documents are 
template driven and provide a visually consistent set of sales materials.
