Our goal is to support a child's development and educational
experience by bridging the gap between school meals during
weekends, Summer and Holiday breaks, as well as offering learning
and life-skill resources through the Emeril Lagasse Full-Circle Kitchen
and our Full-Circle Gardens.

Food For Thought has been working to fight child hunger since 2010,
and currently serves 35 schools in Walton and Okaloosa Counties,
reaching over 3,400 students weekly through our backpack services
and classes in the Emeril Lagasse Full-Circle Kitchen.
