l. Using 3/8” x 2 1/4” Hex Bolts (F), 3/8” Jam Nuts (G) and 3/8”" Nylock Nuts (H), attach the
57 Wheels (J) to Base (A) .See Figure 1.
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Using four 3/8” x 1” Hex Bolts (E), attach Socket Tube (D) to Base (A). Insert the Upright (B) with the
handle towards the top and back into the Socket Tube (D), and use two 3/8” x 1 Hex Bolt (E) to
prevent the Upright (B) from moving. See Figure 2 and Figure 3.

Place the Top Shelf Bracket (C) on the top end of the Upright (B) and secure it in place by inserting
two 3/8” x 1" Hex Bolts (E) into the threaded holes. See Figure 4.

Using four 3/8” x 1" Hex Bolts (E) and two 3/8” Lock Washers (1), Install the Shot Clock (K) on top of
the Top Shelf Bracket (C) . See Figure 5.
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
