Miasma of Decay. Creatures within a 10 ft. radius emanating
from a Bile Witch of Ruin must succeed on a DC 15 Constitution
aving throw against poison or be stunned. Stunned creatures can
repeat the saving throw at the end of each of their turns,
recovering with a successful save. This save only has to be taken
once per encounter.

Magic Resistance. A Bile Witch of Ruin has advantage on
saving throws against spells and other magical effects.
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ACTIONS

Claws. Melee Weapon Attack: +7 to hit, reach 5 ft., one target.
Hit: 6 (1d6+3) slashing damage plus 5 (2d4) necrotic damage.

Innate Spellcasting. A Bile Witch's innate spellcasting ability is =
Charisma (spell save DC 14, +6 to hit with spell attacks). It can
cast the following spells, requiring no material components:
