CONVERTING TO BATH FILLER:

Adjustment : 
Total adjustment range measured from nogging
 to finished wall surface is 40-52mm. 

Rough-In : 
Screw the wall breach in place. CHECK FOR LEVEL.
Connect water supply. TEST & CHECK FOR LEAKS.
Create clearance holes in cement sheet and tiles.
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Screw Cartridge into Breach.
