If the appiance was under standby mode, it will be power off automaticly after 30 minutes without any operation.

Warning: wait a few minutes (about 15 minutes) before unloading the dishwasher to avoid scald,as
the dishes and utensils are still hot and more susceptible to break.
They could also dry better.Unload the appliance, starting from the lower basket.

3.Prior to using for the first time

Before using your dishwasher for the first time:
Fill therinse aid dispenser
E Fill in detergent

A. Rinse Aid Dispenser
Rinse AidDispenser

The rinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water from forming droplets on your dishes, which can
leave spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water to roll off the dishes. Your dishwasher is
designed to use liquid rinse aids. The rinse aid dispenser is located inside the door next to the detergent dispenser.
To fill the dispenser, open the cap and pour the rinse aid into the dispenser until the level indicator turns completely
black. The volume of the rinse aid container is about 110ml.

Function of Rinse Aid

Rinse aid is automatically added during the last rinse, ensuring thorough rinsing, and spot and streak free drying.

Attention!

Only use branded rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with any other substances
(e.g. Dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage the appliance.

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

If thereis norinse-aid warning light inthe control panel, you can judge the amount of rinse-aid by the color ofthe
optical level

indicator "C" located next tothe cap. When the rinse-aid container is full,the whole indicatorwill be dark .As the
rinse-aid

diminishes, the size ofthe dark dot decreases. Youshould neverlet therinse aid get below 1 /4 full.

How tofill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

To open the dispenser, turn the cap to the "open" (left) arrow and lift it out.
Pour the rinse aid into the dispenser, being careful not to overfill.
Replace the cap by inserting it aligned with "open" arrow and turning it to the closed (right) arrow.

Be careful not to overfill the dispenser, because this could cause over sudsing. Wipe away any spills
with a damp cloth. Don't forget to replace the cap before you close dishwasher door.

Clean up any rinse aid spill during filling with an absorbent cloth to avoid excess foaming
during the next wash.

Adjusting Rinse Aid Dispenser

Adjust lever The rinse aid dispenser has six or four settings. Always start with the dispenser

(Rinse) seton"4". If spots and poor drying are a problem, increase the amount of rinse
aid dispensed by removing the dispenser lid and rotating the dial to "5". If the
dishes still are not drying properly or are show spots, adjust the dial to the next
higher lever until your dishes are spot-free. The recommended setting is "4".
(Factory value is "4".)

A\ NoTE:

Increase the dose if there are drops of water or lime spots on the dishes after washing.
Reduce it if there are sticky whitish stains on your dishes or a bluish film on glassware or
knife blades.

B. Detergent

Detergents have chemical ingredients that are necessary to remove dirt, crush dirt and transport itout of the dishwasher.
Most of the commercial quality detergents are suitable for this purpose.

Detergents

There are 3sorts of detergents

1.With phosphate and with chlorine
2.With phosphate andwithout chlorine
3.Without phosphate and without chlorine

Normally new pulveriseddetergent is withoutphosphate. Thusthe water softenerfunction of
phosphate is notgiven. If detergentswithout phosphate areused in the case of hardwater

often white spotsappear on dishesand glasses. Inthis case pleaseadd more detergentto reach
better results. Detergentswithout chlorine doonly bleach alittle. Strong and coloured spots will not
be removed completely. Inthis case pleasechoose a programwith a highertemperature.

Concentrated Detergent

Based on theirchemical composition, detergentscan be splitin two basictypes:
B Conventional, alkaline detergentswith caustic components
B Low alkaline concentrated detergents with natural enzymes

The use of “normal” washing programs incombination with concentrated detergents
reduces pollution and is good foryour dishes; these wash programs are specifically matched
to the dirt-dissolving properties ofthe enzymes ofthe concentrated detergent. For thisreason

“normal” wash programs in which concentrated detergents are used can achieve the same
results that can otherwise onlybe achieved using “intensive” programs.

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tablets of different brands dissolve at different speeds. For this reasonsome
detergent tablets cannotdissolve and developtheir full cleaningpower during short
programs. Therefore please use longprograms when using detergent tablets, to
ensure the completeremoval of detergentresiduals.

Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser mustbe refilled beforethe start ofeach wash cyclefollowing the instructions
provided inthe wash cycle table . Your dishwasher uses less detergent and rinse aid than
Conventional dishwasher. Generally, only one tablespoon of detergentis needed for

a normal wash load. More heavily soiled items need more detergent. Always add the
detergent just before starting the dishwasher, otherwise it could get damp and will not
dissolve properly.



Proper Use of Detergent

Use only detergentspecifically made forthe use indishwashers. Keep yourdetergent fresh anddry.
Don't put powdereddetergent into thedispenser until you'reready to washdishes.

Adding detergentto dispenser

Push latch to open

If the dishes are heavily soiled, place an additional
detergent dose inthe pre-wash detergent chamber. This detergent willtake effectduring the pre-washphase.

4.Loading the Dishwasher Baskets

Attention before or afterloading the Dishwasher Baskets

(For the best performance ofthe dishwasher, follow these loadingguidelines.
Features and appearance of baskets and cutlery baskets mayvary from yourmodel.)

Scrape offany large food particles. Soften remnants of burntfood in pans.

It isnot necessaryto rinse the dishesunder running water.

Place objects inthe dishwasher infollowing way:

1.ltems such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are faced downwards.

2.Curved items, or ones withrecesses, should beloaded aslant sothat water canrun off.
3.Allutensils are stacked securely and can not tip over.

4.All utensilsare placed inthe way that the sprayarms can rotate freely duringwashing.

A NOTE: Very smallitems should notbe washed inthe dishwasher asthey could easilyfall out ofthe basket.

Load hollow itemssuch as cups, glasses, pans etc. With the openingfacing downwards sothat
water cannot collect inthe container or adeep base.

Dishes and items of cutlery must not lie inside one another, or cover each other.

To avoid damage to glasses, they must notbe touched.

Load large itemswhich are mostdifficult to clean into thelower basket.

The upperbasket isdesigned to hold more delicate and lighter dishware such as glasses, coffee
and tea cups.

Long bladed knives stored in an upright position are a potential hazard!

Long and/or sharp items of cutlery such as carving knives must be positioned

horizontally in theupper basket.

Please donot overload your dishwasher. Thisis importantfor good results and for

reasonable consumption of energy.

Removing the Dishes

Toprevent water drippingfrom the upper basket intothe lower basket,we recommend thatyou
empty the lowerbasket first andthen the upperbasket.

Turning On the Appliance

Starting a cyclewash

Draw out thelower and upperbasket, load thedishes and pushthem back. Itis commended toload the lower
basket first, thenthe upper one (see the sectionentitled “Loading the Dishwasherbasket” ).

Pour in the detergent (see thesection entitled “ Detergent and Rinse Aid” ).

Insert the pluginto the socket. The powersupply is 220-240VAC /50 HZ, the specification

of the socketis 10A 250VAC. Make sure thatthe water supplyis turned onto full pressure.

Close the door, pressthe On/Offbutton to switchon the machine.

Change the Program

Premise:
Y A cyclethatis underwaycan only be modified if ithas only beenrunning for ashort time. Otherwise, the
detergent may have already been released, and the appliance may have already drained the wash water.
In this case, the detergent dispenser must be refilled (see the sectionentitled " Detergent").

K Press the Start/Pausebutton, the machinewill be instandby state, pressthe program buttonmore than
3s thenyou canchange the program to the desired cycle setting (see the section entitled " Startinga wash")

NOTE:

If you open the door during a wash cycle ,the machine will pause. The program light will
stop blinking and the buzzer willmooing every minute unlessyou close the door . Afteryou
close the door, the machine will keep on working after 10 seconds.

Forgot to Add a Dish

A forgotten dish can be added any time before the detergent cup opens.
Press the Start/Pause Button to stop the washing. Add forgotten dishes.

Open the door a little . Close the door

After the spray arms stop working, you can open the door m Press the Start/Pause Button, the dishwasher will run
completely. after 10 seconds.

At the End of the Wash Cycle

When the working cycle has finished, the buzzer ofthe dishwasher willsound for 8 seconds, then stop. Turn off
the appliance using the ON/OFF button, shut offthe water supply and open the door of the dishwasher.

Wait fora few minutes before unloading the dishwasher to avoid scald the dishes and utensils

are stillhot and more susceptible to breakage. They will also dry better.

B Switch Offthe Dishwasher

The Led screen ison butthe colonicon is not blinking, only inthis case the programme has ended.
1.Switch off the dishwasher by pressing the ON/OFF button.
2.Turn off the water tap.

B Open the door carefully.
Hot dishes are sensitive to knocks. The dishes should be allowed to cool down around 15 minutes
before removing from the appliance.
Open the dishwasher'sdoor, leaveit ajar andwait a fewminutes before removingthe dishes. Inthis way they
will be cooler and the drying will be improved.

B Unloading the dishwasher
Itisnormal thatthe dishwasheris wetinside.
Empty the lowerbasket first andthen the upperone. Thiswill avoid waterdripping from theupper Basket onto
the dishesin the lower one.

A WARNING! It is dangerous to open the door when washing, because the hotwater may scald you.

6.Maintenance and Cleaning

Filtering System

The filter preventslarger remnants offood or otherobjects from gettinginside the pum.
The residues may block the filter, in this case they mustbe removed.

The filter system consists ofa coarse filter, aflat (Main filter)
and a microfilter(Fine filter).

coe H

Food and soil particlestrapped inthis filter are pulverized by a
special jeton the lower spray arm and washed down to drain.

Larger items, suchas pieces ofbones or glass, that could block
the drain aretrapped in thecoarse filter. To remove theitems

caught by thisfilter, gentlysqueeze the tapon the top of this
filter and liftit out.

Filter assembly
