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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

WALL BATH SET
IN0425 REV A

Firmly screw the Flange 
onto bonnet.

Ensure that seats 
in the Breach are 
in good condition 
and are free of 
foreign objects.

BREACH SET-UP

Firmly screw Spindle into 
the Breach.

DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN

Fit Fibre Washer around 
the Spindle and then 
�rmly fasten the Bonnet 
onto the Spindle using a 
spanner.

Drill 4 x 6mm 
holes 32mm 
deep as 
indicated in 
diagram.
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- Apply Te�on Tape to Threaded Elbow.

- Firmly screw the Outlet onto Threaded Elbow.

- Ensure that both Taps are in the closed position.

- Fit the Handle Screw over the Spindle.

- Fit the C-Clip into the groove in the Spindle.

- Fit the O-Ring then the Handle onto the Spindle.

- Fasten the Handle Screw using the Spanner provided. 
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
