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INSTALLATION STEPS

. Put the towel rail against the wall in the desired position.

. Using a pencil, draw around the end of each tube to mark their positions on the wall.
. Remove towel rail from the wall.

. Using a suitable drill bit, and then drill a hole into the tiles/wall to the required depth.
. Place anchors in the holes.

. Place spigot A2 and put the wire through the spigot A2.

. Using the long screw to fix well. Then fix the rest spigot A1 accordingly.

. Ensure that the wires are not energized and that they are connected in a safe manner.
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. Putthe towel rail on once all spigots are in place, and then tighten using the Allen key provided.

SAFETY INFORMATION

As with any electrical appliance, you should be aware of basic safety precautions when using this

heated towel rail. Please read these instructions, and file them for future reference:

1.Because this appliance gets hot, young children and infirm people should be closely supervised
when nearby. Do not let young children treat the towel rail as a toy.

2.Be aware that the towel rail will get slightly hotter than normal during warmer weather and when
insulated by towels.

3.The rail should NOT be used for anything other than its intended use.

4.Itwould be very dangerous to put the towels or anything else which has been in contact with
hazardous liquids on this towel rail.

5.Use this appliance only on the voltage specified on the rating label.

6.Electrical work should only ever be done by authorised persons.

7.Do NOT immerse the towel rail in any liquid.

8.Make sure the supply cord never touches heated surfaces.

9.1f the electrical cord or connection is damaged DO NOT attempt to repair; please contact the supplier.
