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Surface Preparation 

Surfaces must be clean, dry and free of oil, grease, wax, rust, 
mildew, chalk and loose or scaling paint. Cement based water 
proofing paints should be removed. Glossy surfaces must be dulled. 
Un-weathered areas such as eaves, porch ceilings, overhangs and 
protected wall areas should be washed with a Benjamin Moore® 
Clean - Multi-Purpose Cleaner (K318) and rinsed with a strong 
stream of water from a garden hose or power washer to remove 
contaminants that can interfere with proper adhesion.
