INSTALLATION PREPARATION
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Clean and prep the installation surface and each wood
panel of any debris with a clean cloth.

It is highly recommended that you paint or stain the panels
before installation.

It is recommended to use quality and stain for all wood
species.

Make sure the surface and the back of the panel are
completely dry before installation.

Before installing, acclimate the wood panel in the room
where you will be installing them.

In most applications you will have to trim some panels. Cut
them with a standard table saw or power tool. Sand cut
edge ends and clean away any debris.

Depending on your installation method, use standard

power grip adhesive and brad nails.
