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Instructions

A. The illuminating light switch controls the illuminating light in the oven.
B. Turn on the power switch. Regulate the bottom heater thermostat to
needed temperature to heat. (the timer just remind not interrupt) The
thermostat will keep a constant temperature when the temperature
reaches set temperature.

C. Turn off the power switch. Regulate the bottom heater thermostat to
the required temperature. Then regulate the timer to the time needed. It
will stop heating when it times out.(If using the timerplease increase the
temperature to a set temperature)

D. The bottom heater thermostat is to control both the bottom element
and the bottom indicator. The middle heater thermostat is to controlthe
middle element and the middle indicator. The top heater thermostat is
to control the top element and the top indicator.

E. The maximum temperature can reach 350°C and the temperature
increases rapidly.

F. You must preheat the temperature to 200-300°C before putting the
food in the oven.

Installation:

A. The used voltage must be the same as rated voltage.

B. You must pull in enough power for the unit.

C. Thereis a landing bolt at back of the oven. Connect the copper core
wire (>2.5mm?2 ) with safe earth wire.

D. Inspect the wire, voltage, and the lading wire to be sure they are all
safe and properly installed.
