The timber used in the products is harvested from the old Mutsu province forests, which are
home to an old-growth beech forest, a World Natural Heritage site. The lumber is processed
carefully and without waste in the factory located at the foot of the mountain.

The active use of broadleaf trees, which account for 45% of the nation's forest area, together
with coniferous trees (cedar and cypress), promotes the health of mountains and leads to the
creation of a sustainable environment.

The wood is steamed, bent by craftsmen using their entire bodies, and then shaved and polished
by hand with a planer, a genuine handicraft that has remained unchanged since the Meiji era
(1800s).In the words of a skilled craftsman, “To bend wood is to communicate with it as if you
were talking to it.” Training both mentally and physically is the key to creating exquisite and

beautiful products.

PRODUCTS HISTORY

ROCKSTONE was founded in 1981 as a designer brand by Eiri Iwakura. In the 1980s, Iwakura incorporated
unique materials such as metal, Japanese lacquer, carbon fiber, Japanese Oya stone, parachute nylon, and
fabric from firefighter uniforms into his modern and minimalistic furniture designs.

During that time, Iwakura partnered with the furniture brand, Nigel Coates London, by named British
architect, and ROCKSTONE CHINA on the themed series. This series on the remake of contemporary
Ming dynasty-era furniture formed the foundation of this experimental and conceptual brand.

After the burst of the 1990's Japanese economic bubble, the market demand shifted towards more practical
products. Iwakura explored new materials and created the pioneering wooden furniture series, ROCKSTONE
OFFICE and TAKAYAMA WOOD WORKS, as a joint venture with a furniture factory in Hida Takayama.

ROCKSTONE continued to lead this trend as it continued into the 2000s. It began to explore new
manufacturing methods through product development in collaboration with the Chamber of Commerce,
industry partners, cooperative associations and the administration. Many of these projects feature the
unique characteristics of local Japanese industries such as KAMO (origin of Japanese paulownia wood),

TOTSUKAWA (origin of Japanese cedar) and TOBI (local furniture brand of Tokyo).
