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OPERATING THE PRODUCT

Before Starting the Equipment

Connecting the Poles

Open the locking lever (6) and take off the protect cap on the
trimmer head collar.

e Align the telescopic pole with the trimmer head and press the
button on the trimmer head collar

¢ Slide the telescopic tube part into the motor head part.

¢ Pay attention that the release button on the motor head must be
locked into the guide hole when fully inserted.

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Adjusting the Telescopic Pole

You can adjust the telescopic length by loosening the length
adjustment collar, when the desired length is achieved, tighten the collar
to fix the length in place.

Adjusting the Angle of the Motor Housing

This pole hedge trimmer has 10 cutting positions for different cutting
angles, meaning you can adjust the cutting head angle to fit the growth
of the plant.

Press the locking button on the left and right of the trimmer head and
adjust the working head until it snaps securely into place at one of the
ten positions indicated by the notches.
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Charging the Battery

The power voltage supply must conform to that specified on the rating
plate of the rapid charger. Always inspect battery charger, cord and
plug before use.

Always have damage repaired by a qualified professional.

Protect battery charger against humidity and operate only in dry areas.
The supplied charger is suitable for charging batteries only.

Disconnect the feeding before connecting or disconnecting the battery.

Inserting and Removing the Battery

Hold the tool with one hand and the battery pack with the other.

To install: push and slide battery pack into battery port, make sure the

To remove: Press the battery release button and pull the battery pack
out at the same time.

Switching on: first push the lock off button to front position then press
trigger switch at the same time.

Cutting Hedge

Before you start your work, select branches with a diameter no bigger
than 14mm and cut them with the pole hedge trimmer. A trapezoidal
cut corresponds to the natural growth of plants and results in optimal
hedge growing.

When cutting wide hedges with the cutting area in sight, move the
cutting blade lightly through the cutting surface in a sweeping motion
following the shape of the hedge or recommended for optimum cutting
performance.

Cut in a number of stages if the area being cut is particularly long, to
achieve a better result. Smaller cuttings will allow for easy composting.
Lubricate the internal surfaces of the blade if the cutting device
overheats during operation.

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Cleaning and Maintenance
Check your machine regularly before starting the work.

After each cutting operation, clean the cutting blade with a soft brush
and cloth with lubricating fluid oil and spray a thin layer of fluid
protective oil on the completes blade.

Always keep the ventilation slots in motor housing clean.

Never clean or spray a machine with water. Clean the motor housing
only with a moist cloth and never apply detergents or solvents. These
could ruin the plastic parts of the machine. Finally, dry the motor
housing carefully.

Store the machine with the supplied protection cover.
