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Water Drainage — During dehumidifying modes, remove the drain plug
from the back of the unit, install the drain connector. For models
without a drain connector, just attach the drain hose to the hole. Place
the open end of the hose directly over the drain area.

When
the continuous drain hose is not used, ensure that the drain plug and
knob are installed firmly to prevent leakage.

When the water level of the bottom tray reaches the predetermined
level, the unit beeps 8 times and the LED DISPLAY will show ‘P1’. At
this time, the air conditioning/dehumidifying process will stop.
