PLEASE READ CAREFULLY BEFORE BEGINNING THE INSTALLATION PROCESS. SAVE THIS DOCUMENT FOR FUTURE REFERENCE.

IMPORTANT: Installation work and electrical wiring should be made or approved by a licensed electrician or qualified person(s). All

wiring must be in accordance with Local and National codes (ANSI/NFPA 70). If you have any doubts about installing your outlet box,
mounting system, or ceiling fan, please secure the services of a qualified electrician.

1)  Use this unit only in the manner intended by the manufacturer and review all information and diagrams carefully before
beginning installation. Be mindful of all cautions and warnings throughout.

2)  WARNING: To avoid risk of electric shock, be sure electricity is turned off at the main circuit breaker or fuse box and remains
off during ceiling fan installation, light kit installation, fan servicing, and cleaning.

3)  Ensure your installation site has enough clearance. Blades should be at least 7 feet from the floor and able to rotate without
obstruction. See diagram on pg. 5.

4)  WARNING: To reduce risk of fire, electric shock, or other personal injury, mount your ceiling fan to an outlet box marked
acceptable for fan support of 35lbs (15.9kg) and use the mounting screws provided with the outlet box. See diagram on pg. 5.

5) CAUTION: When cutting or drilling into a wall or ceiling, be careful not to damage electrical wiring or other hidden utilities.

6)  WARNING: After making the wire connections, the wires should be spread apart with the grounded conductor and the
equipment-grounding conductor on one side of the outlet box and ungrounded conductor on the other side of the outlet box.
The splices, after being made, should be turned upward and pushed carefully up into the outlet box.

7)  CAUTION: For compliance with local codes and regulations, if installing the secondary support safety cable in the U.S., DO
NOT remove knockouts in the outlet box. Mount the secondary support cable through the reserved nail/screw hole on the
outlet box to the building structure (or the ceiling joist). Attach the mounting bracket using only the hardware supplied with
the outlet box.

8)  WARNING: To reduce risk of personal injury, do not bend the blades during installation, balancing, or cleaning.

9)  WARNING: Do NOT insert any object(s) between the blades when they are rotating.

Ensure the location you choose to install your fan has
enough clearance, ideally in the center of the room.

. IMPORTANT: Confirm a clearance of 7 feet, at
minimum, from the floor to the blades. If the ceiling
height allows, install 8-9 feet above the floor for
optimal airflow.

. IMPORTANT: The fan blades should spin without
obstruction and have a clearance of at least 18 inches
(45cm) from the tip of the blade to the nearest wall.

A grounded electrical supply of 120 volts AC, 60Hz, 15 amp
circuit is required to install your new ceiling fan.

WARNING: To avoid possible electrical shock, be sure
electricity is turned off at the main fuse box before
installation. Turning off the wall switch is not sufficient.

Due to its weight and motion, your ceiling fan requires a UL listed
outlet box marked acceptable for fan support.

Most standard outlet boxes used to support light fixtures in

the home are not acceptable to support ceiling fans.

. Reminder: Disconnect the power at the main breaker
or fuse box.

. Locate the ceiling joist where your fan is to be
mounted. If not already present, mount a UL listed
outlet box “acceptable for fan support” following the
instructions provided with your outlet box.

See Figure 1.

WARNING: This outlet box and its support must be able to
support a minimum of 35 pounds (15.9kg). The outlet box
should be secured directly to the building structure.

. To hang your ceiling fan where there is an existing
light fixture but no ceiling joist, you may need an
installation hanger support bar. See Figure 2.

. This ceiling fan is suitable for flat ceilings or sloped
ceilings of up to 15 degrees.

. A longer downrod may be necessary for high ceilings.

Before moving on to installation, confirm that structural and electrical requirements have been met.
When in doubt, consult a qualified electrician.

Step 1: Before you begin installing your ceiling fan, locate your
home’s main circuit breaker box and switch the power off.
Turning off a wall switch is not sufficient.

Reminder: A grounded electrical supply of 120 volts AC, 60Hz,
15 amp circuit is required to install your new ceiling fan.

WARNING: To avoid risk of electric shock, be sure electricity is
turned off and remains off during fan installation. All wiring must
be in accordance with Local and National codes. If you are
unfamiliar with installing electrical wiring and products, please
enlist the services of a qualified electrician.

Step 2: Separate the hanger bracket from the canopy by removing
2 of the 4 screws and loosening the other 2 screws.

Save the removed screws for use in later installation.

Reminder: Your ceiling fan requires a UL listed outlet box marked
acceptable for fan support of 35lbs (15.9kg).

Review support requirements on Page 5 if you have not already
done so before moving on.

Step 3: Secure the hanger bracket to the outlet box using the
screws included with your outlet box.

. Remove the two outlet box screws.

e  Align the holes of the hanger bracket with the holes of
the outlet box.

. Secure the hanger bracket to the outlet box using the
two outlet box screws and two spring washers.

Use the wood screws, lock washers and flat washers to secure the

hanger bracket if your ceiling does not come with outlet box
screw holes.
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Fan Installation:

Step 4: The safety cable must be installed securely into the house
structure (wood ceiling joist is preferred) using the 3” wood screw,
flat washer, and the lock washer provided.

¢ This is required for:
- All ceiling fans installed in Canada.
- Ceiling fans installed in a location open to the elements.
- All ceiling fan and light kit combinations over 35lbs.

« NOTE: DO NOT REMOVE knockouts in the outlet box.

Step 5: Place the motor assembly on a stable, flat surface for blade
installation.

Step 6: Align the holes on the blade supporting plate with the
holes on the blade and the screw holes on the motor assembly as
shown in the illustration. Install one blade with the blade screws
provided.

Do not tighten the blade screws.

Hint: Find the sticker on the motor assembly marked “First Blade
Here” and install your first blade where indicated.

Step 7: When installing the second blade, make sure the groove
on the first blade is properly aligned and secured with the ridge
on the second blade.

Step 8: After all three blades are attached to the motor assembly,
examine them closely to make sure they are in position and
tighten all six blade screws.

CAUTION: Failure to securely tighten the blade screws may cause
the blades to fall, resulting in possible injury or damage.

Step 9: Remove the hangar ball from the downrod by loosening
the screw on the hangar ball. Remove the pin and set to the side.

Remove the preassembled clevis pin and hairpin clip from the
downrod and retain them for later installation.
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Fan Installation:

Step 10: Partially loosen the coupler screws on the coupler at the
top of the motor assembly.

Thread the wires and the safety cable through the downrod and
insert the downrod into the coupler. Align the hole on the
coupler with the hole on the downrod.

TIP: Apply a small piece of electrical tape to the ends of the

electrical wires to keep them together when threading them
through the downrod.

Step 11: Insert the clevis pin through the hole in the coupler and
place the hairpin clip back into position.

Tighten the coupler screws.

CAUTION: Failure to properly install the clevis pin and hairpin
clip could result in the fan loosening and falling.

Step 12: Place the coupler cover, the canopy ring, and the canopy
through the downrod in this order.

Reinstall the hanger ball back onto the downrod. Make sure the
hanger ball pin and screw are securely installed.

CAUTION: Failure to install the hanger ball correctly may cause
the fan to drop.
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Fan Installation:

Step 13: Carefully lift the fan and hang it on the hanger bracket.

Spin the downrod to make sure the slot on the hanger ball sits
correctly and aligns with the tab on the hanger bracket.

TIP: Get help from another person while hanging the fan. Have
them hold the stepladder in place and help lift the fan up to you
once you are in position on the ladder.

WARNING: Failure to align the slot on the hanger ball with the
tab on the hanger bracket may cause the fan to drop.

y A — Step 11: Attach the fan’s safety cable to the ceiling support safety

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Electrical Connections:
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IMPORTANT: MAKE SURE THE POWER IS TURNED OFF FROM YOUR HOME’S MAIN CIRCUIT BREAKER OR FUSE BOX. IF YOU FEEL THAT
YOU DO NOT HAVE ENOUGH ELECTRICAL WIRING KNOWLEDGE OR EXPERIENCE, PLEASE CONSULT A LICENSED ELECTRICIAN.

Before you begin: The wires are longer (85 inches/215 c¢m) to allow for use of a longer downrod in rooms with high ceilings. You will need
to cut off any excess wires approximately 7 inches (18cm) from the top of the downrod before wiring your ceiling fan.

Insert the receiver into the receiver slot on the hanger bracket.
Make wiring connections using the wire connectors provided.

¢ RED from the fan to RED from the receiver marked Motor U

¢ PURPLE from the fan to PURPLE from the receiver marked Motor V

¢« BROWN from the fan to BROWN from the receiver marked Motor W

e WHITE from the fan marked “for Light” to WHITE from the receiver marked “for Light”

e BLUE from the fan marked “for Light” to BLUE from the receiver marked “for Light”

¢ White (Neutral) from house to White from receiver marked AC IN N

¢ Black (Live) from house to Black from receiver marked AC IN L.

¢ Connect all green grounded wires to the grounded wire from the house. Use the larger wire connector.

WARNING: Make sure all connections are tight and that no filaments are outside of the wire connectors.

CAUTION: After making the wire connections, the wires should be spread apart with the grounded conductor and the equipment-grounding
conductor on one side of the outlet box and the ungrounded conductor on the other side of the outlet box. The splices after

being made should be turned upward and pushed carefully up into the outlet box.

WARNING: To avoid possible fire or electric shock, make sure that the electrical wires are all completely inside the canopy.

WARNING: TO REDUCE THE RISK OF ELECTRIC SHOCK, THIS FAN MUST BE INSTALLED WITH A GENERAL USE ISOLATING WALL
CONTROL/SWITCH.
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Fan Installation Continued:

Step 16: Raise the canopy to the hanger bracket, aligning the
loosened canopy screws in the hanger bracket with the slotted
holes in the canopy.

Twist the canopy clockwise to lock and reinstall the canopy
screws which were removed in Step 2. Tighten all screws
securely.

Install the canopy ring onto the canopy by aligning the grooves
in the canopy ring with the nodules on the canopy and snap it in
place.

Step 17: Attach the glass light shade by locating the dimples in
the light pan and aligning those with the grooves on the glass to
twist clockwise until tight.

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Remote Control Set Up:

Your DC brushless motor is equipped with an automatically learned type
remote control. The remote control included in the box comes pre-paired to
your ceiling fan. You may use it immediately after installing the batteries.

Remove the battery cover to insert batteries. Make sure the battery cover is
secure before using the remote control

NOTE: This remote control uses 2 AAA batteries. Store the remote control
away from excess heat or humidity. If not using for long periods of time,
remove the batteries to prevent damage to the remote control.

WARNING: Chemical Burn Hazard. Keep batteries away from children.

Install the remote control wall mount cradle with the 2 screws provided. Move
the small rectangular plate covering the holes in the wall mount cradle to
install.

Pairing Process:

If you purchased an additional remote control or need to re-pair your current
remote, you may follow the below steps to pair a remote control with your fan:

1)  Turn off the power to the ceiling fan for at least 30 seconds.
) Turn the power back on to the fan, wait for 5 seconds, then press and
hold the “SET” button located above the batteries.
) When the fan receives the “SET” signal, the fan will:
a. Spin for about 10 seconds
b. Light will blink, if applicable
4)  Once paired, the fan will beep once.
) Everyfan can pair up to 2 remote controls.

You have 1 minute to complete the pairing process after turning the power back
on. If 1 minute passes and the remote has not been paired, please start again
beginning with Step 1.

Alternatively, you can pair a remote to your ceiling fan using the Bond Home App.

NOTE: If you are installing/pairing more than one ceiling fan in an area, you
must disconnect the power to all fans except the fan currently being paired.
Additionally, it is not possible to separately operate ceiling fans installed in the
same area of remote control signal reach if they share the same power supply.

NOTE: Changes to speed and timer selections
are reflected on the LED indicator at the top of
your remote control.

Note: Your ceiling fan will maintain the last setting if turned off by a wall switch. If your fan automatically operates after installation
and turning on the power, it is because your fan has still memorized the previous setting at the factory.

Note: Your ceiling fan is equipped with an energy saving DC motor. When your ceiling fan is turned on or you are operating the
forward/reverse function, it will take a moment for the magnets in your DC motor to align before performing the function. This will

appear as a slight shutter back and forth and is completely normal.

Lock Protection: The DC motor has a built-in safety feature against blade or motor obstruction during operation. If something obstructs
the fan blades or motor, the motor will try 5 times to continue normal operation and then stop operation after about 30 seconds of
interruption. Please remove obstacles and reset by turning the fan off, waiting 5 seconds, and turning it back on.

Over Load Protection: Your ceiling fan will immediately stop if the receiver detects an abnormal increase in motor power consumption.

Summer / Winter Modes:

m Use the forward/reverse button to change the fan direction. This function only works when the fan is spinning.

SUMMER MODE / FORWARD:

This creates a downward airflow, which has a cooling effect on those in the room. You can set your air conditioner at a warmer

temperature without affecting your comfort.

WINTER MODE / REVERSE:

The fan will spin in a clockwise direction. This creates an upward airflow, and the gentle updraft produced will force warm air
near the ceiling down into your space. You can comfortably adjust your heating unit to a cooler setting and benefit form

energy and cost savings.

Note: Turn your ceiling fan off if the room is unoccupied to conserve energy and save money.
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Care and Maintenance:

To clean/dust the fan blades, use a dry or slightly damp lint-free dust cloth or duster to avoid scratching or damage to the blade finish.

Do not use any chemical cleaning products.

Due to the fan’s natural movement, it may be periodically necessary to re-tighten the blade screws or support connections to prevent

wobble or sounds during operation. This is especially true in climates with broad temperature and humidity ranges.

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Troubleshooting:

CAUTION: Before performing any of these checks, switch the power off at the main fuse box or circuit breaker when instructed.

PROBLEM: SOLUTIONS:

1) Fan will not start 1) Check to make sure the wall switch is turned on.

2)  Check the main and branch circuit fuses and breakers.

3)  Turn the power off. Check that all wire connections are correct and secure
in the canopy.

4)  Check the batteries in your remote control.

5) Check to make sure your remote control is in range of the fan (30 feet/9.1m).

6)  Confirm your remote control is paired to your ceiling fan. Follow the Pairing
Process steps.

2) Fan wobbles 1) Check that all blades are aligned properly and firmly secured to the motor

assembly.

2) Make sure that the hanger bracket is tightened securely to the outlet box and
that the outlet box is mounted firmly to the ceiling joist.

3)  Check that the hanger ball screw and coupler screws are all snug, and make
sure the slot on the hanger ball sits correctly and aligns with the tab on the
hanger bracket.

4)  Use the balance kit to balance the blades.

5) Remove two blades, switch their positions, and reinstall them. After switching,
you may need to use the balance kit again to re-balance the blades.

NOTE: The blade sets are weight matched when packaged together. Do not mix
blades between sets.

3)  Fanis noisy NOTE: Allow a day or two “break-in” period for any new fan. When looking for
the source of any noise, listen carefully from all sides and try to isolate the exact
location.

1) Check to make sure all screws are snug, but not overtightened.

2) Make sure that the hanger bracket is tightened securely to the outlet box and
that the outlet box is mounted firmly to the ceiling joist.

3)  Examine all other hardware and fittings (canopy, light shade, light kit, etc.)
and make sure everything is installed correctly and securely.

4)  Turn the power off. Check to make sure all wire nut connectors in the canopy
are not rattling against each other or against the interior wall of the canopy.

4)  Fan is not moving much air 1) Check that the fan is running in the summer mode / forward direction.

2) The fan may be too close to the ceiling. Consider installing a longer downrod
(not included) for optimal air flow. The ideal placement for your ceiling fan is
8 to 9 feet from the floor.

3)  Check there are no obstructions near the fan and blades are at least 18 inches
from the walls.

4)  The fan may be too small for the size of the room.

5) The light does not work 1)  Turn the power off. Check all the wires connections in the canopy.

2) Make sure the wire connection from the motor assembly to the light is secure.

What is the Warranty Period?

Energy Star® certified ceiling fans are warranted against failure for a period of 3 years from installation.

The following items are warranted for the specified periods:
¢ Motor: Lifetime
¢ Integrated LED Components: 5 years
e LED Bulbs: 3 years
¢ Remote Control / Receiver: 3 years
What is COVERED:
This warranty covers any defects in materials and workmanship, under normal use and maintenance, that adversely affect the ability of the fan to
operate properly when the product is installed and operated correctly according to Linari’s written installation instructions.
Who does this warranty apply to:
This limited lifetime warranty is extended to the original purchaser of the ceiling fan, who can produce proof of purchase from an authorized Linari
dealership. This warranty is not transferable.

What is NOT COVERED (Exclusions):

1) Labor costs for installation, removal, or reinstallation.
2) Damage that occurs during shipping.
3) Damage that occurs due to improper installation, operation, maintenance or storage.
4) Products subjected to modification, misuse, abuse, negligence, or accident.
5) Defects resulting from exposure to extremes of temperature, humidity, wind, sunlight, or other environmental conditions.
Coastal environments: The environment within ten miles of a seacoast can be extremely corrosive. Even with appropriate maintenance and care, some
